 -application included in packet 
 -turned in prior to start of tryouts (Friday at the latest) 
 
4). If member of previous squad, all balances must be paid in 
full 
 -if you paid by check, check needs to be cleared 

-under no circumstances, if you have a debt will you be 
allowed to tryout 

 
 
Week of Tryouts 
 
1). Try outs begin at 4 sharp. 
 -you should be changed and stretching by 4pm 

-girls must sign in everyday  
-on Mon, a number will be given to each candidate. This 
number must be worn everyday 
-do not be late, no exceptions 

2). Attire 
 -no jewelry, including studs  
 -no gum 
 -sneakers with socks must be worn 
 -hair must be pulled back and out of your face 

-athletic shorts, sports bra, t-shirt (shorts should not be too 
short, tanks allowed, t-shirt tucked in…appropriate attire) 

 -water bottles are acceptable
